It also states that the announcement of a strike in the midst of a pandemic contributes to creating a widespread climate of insecurity and innumerable damage to the community as well as to businesses. It also committed itself to laws even more restrictive on the right to strike.
However, the strike was declared precisely because there was this "widespread feeling of insecurity" among the workers, but that came from government measures that essentially allowed big businesses to continue their operations.
After all, the wide spread of coronavirus in the industrially developed north of Italy is due to the continued operation of large companies.
